Lions could roar in Grimsby once again

Grimsby needs the Lion Club like the Lions Club 

needs Grimsby.
It was a little more than two years ago when the 

Grimsby Lions Club called it quits due to declining 
membership. Now, members of that club and Lions 
from across Niagara are hoping to bring the service 
club back to town. 

The ball got rolling when former Grimsby Lion Rob 
Falconer, now a member of the Garden City chapter, 

and Bradd Anderson, a member of the Niagara Falls 
club, had a discussion about the Grimsby club.

The club’s dismantling was a bone of contention 
for Anderson, whose signature sealed the club’s fate 
two and a half years ago.

For 146 years, an unmarked cross has 
marked the grave of an unknown sol-
dier at St. Paul’s Lutheran Church in 
Stevensville.

That all changed this week, after three 
men cracked the century-old mystery and 
identified who rests below the unmarked 
cross.

His name was William Carrington. He 
was a member of the British Army, 47th 
Regiment of Foot Lancashire and he died 
in Stevensville at the age of 28 during the 
during the Battle of Ridgeway in 1866.

His name was forgotten because there 
were no registered fatalities on the British 
side in the vicinity of his grave. As it 
turns out, Carrington didn’t die in battle, 
but rather died of heat exhaustion while 
marching through Stevensville on the way 
to the frontlines in Ridgeway.

“The records show it would have been 
sweltering hot that day, and these guys had 
50 pounds of equipment strapped on over 
their wool uniforms. It got to him and he 
had a heart attack,” said Rick Doan, one of 
the men involved in solving the mystery.

He worked in tandem with the church’s 
reverend, Donald Glennie, and local his-
torian Peter Vronsky, author of Ridgeway: 
The American Fenian Invasion.

A week after the release of Ombudsmen 
Andre Marin’s annual Open Meeting 
Law Enforcement Team (OMLET) 
report, Dean Iorfida remains per-
plexed.

Beach bumped 
to back burner

Welland residents will have to wait a little longer 
before taking a dip in the canal.

The concept of pursuing the establishment of 
a beach was before council on Tuesday night for 
inclusion in the 2013 budget deliberations. With 
a price tag of up to $2 million the possibility of 

a beach on the Recreational Canal, to be located 
near the Lincoln Street Bridge, was first directed 
to staff for examination in May through a motion 
made by Coun. Mark Carl.

“The report lacks a lot of detail,” said Carl, who 
first made the motion to examine the possibility of 
a beach for the Recreational Canal in May.

“Right now to look at it and estimate $2 million

$13-M WATER MAIN 
PROJECT PLANNED
Needed to replace aging pipes

Regional politicians have given the nod to spend more than 
$11 million to replace a major, aging water main servicing part 
of St. Catharines.

The funding approval at a regional committee on Tuesday, 
which still needs the endorsement of the full regional council 
next week, is also contingent upon the City of St. Catharines 
approving spending $2.1 million as its share of the project, 
bringing the total to about $13.1 million.

In a report to the Region’s public works committee, project 
manager Tony Cimino said the work is needed to replace 
aging cast iron water mains. The primary watermains from the 
DeCew water treatment plant to central and east St. Catharines 
are reaching the end of their useful service lives, he said.

Plans show the new water main going from the area of 
Bunting Road and Dunkirk Road, along Eastchester Avenue 
and Westchester Avenue, cutting across the St. Catharines Golf 
and Country Club and Highway 406, then reaching the area of 
Glenridge Avenue and Edgedale Road near Burgoyne Woods.

The committee opted to award the contract for the work to 
the lowest of 11 bids submitted by contracting firms, an $11.1 
million bid by Baiocco Construction Corp. The contract is high-
er than what was previously approved by the Region, meaning 
nearly $790,000 will have to be used from a reserve fund.

Betty Matthews-Malone, director of water and wastewater ser-
vices for the Region, told the committee the higher cost is because 
the Region needed to negotiate easements with landowners, and 
had to negotiate with the Ontario Ministry of Transportation 
on what types of construction techniques will be used to cross 
Highway 406. The ministry is requiring more expensive tech-
niques to mitigate impacts on the highway, she said.

Matthews-Malone said the pipes the new 600-millimetre 
mains are replacing date back to about the 1950s, and have expe-
rienced a number of breaks and leaks because of their age.
